·  Over the past ten years we have positively impacted over 3,000 children and families through a comprehensive child development program.  Currently, 380 three-to-five year-old children participate in a Head Start early childhood development program at ten sites throughout San Francisco which includes a bilingual curriculum and parent involvement activities that prepare the children and their families for schooling.  We offer full day and part day child development services through additional funding from the California Department of Education. Additionally we employ many former Head Start parents and children in support of our mission to empower our community.

· Our youth development program offers culturally appropriate services that nurture positive changes and empowers high-risk and gang affiliated youth with the tools and confidence to reach their fullest potential, develop their leadership and employment skills, and reach their educational goals. 1,200 youth ages 6-24 are provided the tools and resources at five sites that they need to make positive and informed decisions in their lives. 

· MNC improves the health and well being of the community’s elders by providing wellness and health education programs that empowers the elders in meeting their own needs and promoting healthy aging. Over 700 elders are served on an annual basis.

To ensure continued community success, we employ over 150 bilingual/multicultural and multidisciplinary staff to serve the distinct needs of San Francisco families living in the Inner and Outer Mission, Excelsior, Mission Bay and Bayview Hunters Point.

The Wolfsohn sisters would be proud of MNC’s great sense of drive and community impact.  As they began in the late 1800’s, we build community by providing a welcoming and accepting environment for all.  Central to MNC’s culturally sensitive approach is to challenge those served to set higher standards for themselves and improve their lives.
